As
a result, idiographic methods are often used in case studies, and are characteristic of ethnographic
research. Idiographic studies are likely to adopt an inductive rather than deductive approach,
working on the idea that we may discover general principles through a deeper understanding of
one or two instances, rather than by looking for common factors. Each type of research has its
strengths: identifying common laws or principles has proved valuable in many areas of the social
sciences, while studying uniqueness has brought useful insights and has often been the key to
opening up new research areas.
