The etymology of the word allows us to see the child with a disability as fighting against the
odds. How high those odds are depends on many factors, of which type and severity of
impairment are two of immediate concern. Irrespective of these factors, the principle of the
teacher’s role as assisting the young person not to allow the problem to impede development is
attractive. The metaphor does not lie only with the child with the particular disability; in the
inclusive classroom it allows a picture of the teacher monitoring the learner, all learners,
irrespective of physique, internal bodily systems, psychological adjustment or intelligence,
Inclusion does not mean that handicap does not exist. If a disability handicaps performance in
any significant way then in those areas a specific attack needs to be made on how the problem
can be overcome. This may mean modifying curriculum demands and hence the need fora
critical, objective assessment of skills and strengths that can be built up. It may mean devising
and teaching strategies the child can use when faced with the situations they find difficult.
Focusing on these practical aspects of the leamer’s needs will have the effect of lessening
thinking about the disability and more on the achievement of goals and increasing abilities. It will
also change the teacher’s attitudes. Inclusion will be seen not as an insurmountable challenge but
as a process of learning that affects everyone in the class and school.
