The best-known Indian intervention in that debate. by
Rammohan Roy in 1823, clearly wanted a combination of the English medium with emphasis upon
scientific education in ways very different from Macaulay’s preference for ‘liberal’, literary training. There
were also some advocates for a development of the vernacular media. Notable nstances would nclude
William Adam in late 1830s Bengal, he being the author of a famous report on indigenous education: the
Company-funded Delhi College in pre-1857 Delhi, which used the Urdu medium and encouraged vemacular
translations of books on Western science; the effort to promote vemacular primary education in Urdu and
Hindi by Lieutenant Governor Thomason of the North-Western Provinces in the 1850s; and the initial
support given by some Bengal official to Iswarchandra Vidyasagar’s drive for popular education through the
Bengali medium and his founding of some girls’ schools in that decade.

The scientist, therefore. is engaged in the
use, modification, and/or creation of theory. The scientist may emphasize an empirical approach in which
data collection 18 the primary method, a rational approach in which logical and deductive reasoning is
primary. or a combination of these approaches, which is most common. Regardless of the emphasis the
scientist begins with a set of ideas that direct the effort and with a goal that entails the development or

testing of theory.

By attempting to apply the ngorous, systematic observation analysis used i the physical and brological
sciences to areas of social behavior. the social sciences have grown and have advanced humanity's
knowledge of itself. The fields of anthropology. economics, education, political science. psychology, and
social psychology have become recognized as sciences by many authonties. To the extent that these ficlds
are founded on scientific methodology. they are sciences. Some reject this concept, still defining science in
terms of subject matter rather than methodology. Historically their position can be readily explained.
Because scientific methods were first used in the investigaton of physical phenomena, tradition has
identified science with the physical world. Only within the last century has the methodology of science been
applied to the study of various areas of human behavior. Because these are newer areas of investigation,
their results have not achieved the acceptance and status that come with the greater maturity and longer
tradition of the physical sciences.

The umiformity of nature 1s a reasonable assumption m the world of physical objects and their
characteristics, but in the area of social behavior such assumptions are not warranted. Human nature is much
more complex than the sum of its many discrete elements, even if they could be isolated and identified.
Because human nature 1s so complex. it is much more difficult to develop sound theories of human behavior
than to predict occurrences in the physical world.
