In the 21st century, Information Literacy (IL) has expanded from basic library search skills to a broad
framework essential for academic success, research integrity, and lifelong learning. UNESCO defines IL as
the ability to recogmise when mformation 1s needed and to locate, evaluate, and use mformation effectively.
This foundational cycle remains relevant even as IL now incorporates media, digital. and data literacies,
reflecting the interconnected nature of today’s information environment. The Association of College and
Research Libraries (ACRL) reshaped IL through its Framework for Information Literacy in Higher
Education (2015). Moving beyond rigid “standards.” it introduced six conceptual “frames.” such as
“Authority 1s Constructed and Contextual” and *“Searching as Strategic Exploration.” These frames
encourage deeper critical engagement with information sources and help leamers navigate challenges like
misinformation. disinformation, and algorithmic bias. IL intersects closely with media literacy. which
promotes the critical evaluation of messages across media platforms; digital literacy, which emphasises
effective use of digital tools: and data literacy. which focuses on interpreting. analysing. and ethically using
data. Together, these literacies enable learners to question credibility, context, and potential manipulation.
Ethics remains central to IL. Issues such as plagiarism, improper attribution, and misuse of data highlight
the need for students to understand citation practices and intellectual property rights. Libranans play a key
nstructional role. designing IL programs that balance technical skills with responsible scholarship. IL
education increasingly interacts with Al. Tools like ChatGPT and Al-driven discovery systems support
research but also raise concerns about accuracy and transparency. Librarians must therefore help students
critically evaluate Al outputs, verify information, and distinguish between authoritative sources and
machine-generated content. placing IL at the forefront of human—AI collaboration.
