The Indians gramumhml tradition is one of the most sophisticated and ancient linguistic systems
in the World. Rooted in the analysis of Sanskrit, it emerged not only as a set of grammatical rules but as
a philosophical and logical frame-work for understanding language. The foundational figure in this
tradition is Panini, a 5"-century BCE grammarian whose work Astadyiavi remains a cornerstone of
linguistic science.

Panini's grammar consists of nearly 4,000 concise rule (sutra), structured in a generative system
that anticipates some modern concepts in theoretical linguistics. His method involves formal notation,
meta- rules (paribhasas), and technical terms, forming a tightly interlinked algorithm for word formation
and sentence construction. Panuini’s use of a formal metalanguage, and his creation of the Siva Sutras
to organize phonemes, are particularly remarkable.

Later grammarians such as Patanjali and Bhartrhari expanded the tradition. Patanjali’'s Mahabhasya
offered critical commentary on Panini, while Bhartrhari's "u"akvapamva delved into the philosophy of
language, proposing the sphota theory, which suggest that meaning is grasped as a whole, not as the
sum of individual parts.

This tradition has a profound influence not only on Indian philosophy and logic but also contributed to
the global understanding of linguistic analysis. ‘Modern Imgmstﬁ have drawn parallels between Panini's
methods and those of generative granu:na: especially in the work of Noam Chomsky. The Indian
apprnach emphasizes precision, economy and the deep interconnection between language thought,
and reality

Nevertheless, the discipline, continues to assert
its relevance, leveraging linguistic science in the pursuit of judicial clarity and evidential precision.
