The idea of time is involved in the idea of social structure also, because social structure means an
arrangement of parts which has some permanence, endurance, durability, or repetitiveness. This raises
the question of the span of time. In this connection, it is significant that whatever else sociologists may
do, the base of their discipline lies in research involving direct observation of social phenomena by the
techniques of participant observation, census, survey, questionnaire, interview, and so on. All such
observalions are carried out in a relatively short span of time, but when a sociologist makes general
statements aboul society he stretches the time span: he makes them as if they are applicable over a
longer period of time. As regards not-so-long spans of time (as for example, the time span involved in
the development cycle in the household), sociologists have used biographical material and people’s
statements about their own past. The sociologist can be somewhat safe in stretching the time span of his
observations on the basis of such information, although the dangers of putting complete faith in it are
too well known to be stated here. As regards the study of socal structure over long periods of time,
however, use of historical material is inevitable. The point is that the sociologist blends the historical
and the contemporary information to present a picture of social structure. It is easy to see that when he
does this, he transcends the distinction between the synchronic and the diachronic, which a student of

social change would make inevitably.
